London Annual Unlock Sponsored Walk - Saturday 12th April
This year's 7.8 mile walk covers the Kennington, Camberwell, North Brixton, Stockwell and Battersea areas of South West London. The walk is the main fundraising event for Unlock, a small Christian Charity supporting Mission work in inner city areas. The Unlock Annual Walks always take us to some well-known and some less well known areas of London, visiting several churches en route and learning more about the work of Unlock.

If you intend to walk please let me know asap if you haven't already done so, and I will then confirm travel times and meeting arrangements. I have copies of the walk and additional information for walkers who would like this in advance. The plan will be for us to travel to Vauxhall by slow train from Clandon (or Guildford if preferred) to start the walk at Vauxhall.  It is likely to be either the 08.54 or 09.13 from Clandon, returning after 4pm or later.
