I'm pleased to say I've found two outlets for used greetings cards in Gloucestershire. My local hospitals in Cheltenham and Gloucester collect and remake them for the Arthritis Trust. The other main outlet is Cobalt Health, a medical charity established in 1964 to improve diagnostic services and treatments for cancer patients in Gloucestershire. That has evolved to cover the Three Counties (ie Herefordshire and Worcestershire) and beyond, using 'cutting edge' mobile MRI, CT and PET scanners and working with the NHS and the University of Birmingham on key research work into cancer and dementia. Diagnostic work on both conditions is also carried out at their amazing Imaging Centre and they are also key players in the specialist Breast Care Centre, both in Cheltenham. Volunteers have been remaking cards as a fundraiser for over 40 years and last year raised £32,000! 

So please bring your used cards again - I'll put a collection box by the pigeon holes and share between the 2 good causes. There is no need to cut off the greeting section - the charities prefer to do it so they get a perfectly straight edge to work with.
